Try the Dark Side of the Moon Game

Based on an assessment test used for NASA astronauts the moon game should demonstrate that teamwork pays off. (The real one had 200 items to rank).

There is a scenario involving a crash landing on the dark side of the moon, and a list of 13 articles you can salvage from the wreckage. Your task as an individual is to place the articles in order of importance. In groups you then discuss the usefulness of the articles and produce a group version of the ranking. You must not change the individual one as a result of the discussion.

The “correct” ranking as defined by a team of NASA scientists is used to check your answers. To calculate your score find the difference between your ranking and the NASA expert one for each item, regardless of which direction the difference was. Your score is the total of the differences. The lower it is the better.

Do the same for the team score. You should find that the team consensus was better (lower) than the individual ones, proving that teamwork pays.

The attached game sheet can be printed and given to each player, with an extra copy per team for the team answers.  

The NASA answers will be revealed if you change the text colour of the “NASA” column which is currently set to white to hide them. 

Read these out once the teams have finished. Players write them in on their own sheets and use them to calculate their score as set out above.

ACTIVITY: The Dark Side of the Moon

You are in a space crew originally scheduled to rendezvous with your mother ship on the lighted side of the moon. Mechanical difficulties forced your ship to crash-land on the dark side at a point some 200 miles from the rendezvous. Limited resources mean that no search will be launched for you for at least 10 days, by which time your oxygen will have run out so your survival depends upon you reaching the mother ship. The rough landing damaged much of your equipment and only 13 serviceable items remain. You must rank these in order of importance to your crew for the 200 mile journey. Place a number 1 by the most important, 2 by the second most important and so on.
